Importance of Arts in Human Life

Civilized people love the works of art as
we find statues, pictures, gardens and
libraries in our cities. Primitive people also
must have loved art because we find from the
pictures in the caves, even their stone
weapons etc. In short , the art impulse is
natural to man. When human beings have
more and more leisure, they turn more and
more to arts.

Arts can be broadly divided into two
groups — 1. Mechanical or useful arts like
carpentry. 2. Fine arts like painting and poetry.
Broadly speaking it can be said that when a
thing is done because it is more beautiful or
because it gives aesthetic delight, we have art.
Person does not live by bread and butter
alone. But when struggle for existence calms
down, person turns towards beauty. What
beauty is, we can not perhaps scientifically or
psychologically explain. But we all, according
to our taste or standerd, love and admire all
that is beautiful. The creative artist among us
is not satisfied till he communicates his vison
of the beautiful. In that sense artist diffets from
the common man. Common people enjoy the
beauty passively, but he feels that be must
reproduce itand communicate it to others.

All arts have much in common or to
express the same thing metaphorically, all arts
are the sisters. But we can also say that all arts
are different from one another. For example
painting cannot do the specific work of poetry
or poetry cannot do the specific work of
painting. Still it is said that painting is the 'mute
poetry' or poetry is the 'speaking picture'. The
sculptor did not reproduce the description of
the scene in mahabharat because the nature
of sculpture and the literature are different.
Their medium of communication modifies the
vision and so the works of art are different. The
works of art are different because the medium
of the arts are different. In painting, the
medium is canvas, brush and colours. In

music it is sound & in poetry
the mediumis words.

Sometimes the arts
are classified as — the arts of
the eye and the arts of the P
ear. Painting, sculpture and
artitecture are the arts of
the eye. They have
extension in space. Music and poetry are the
arts of the ear. They extend in time, but are
restricted in space. Mechanical or useful arts
are judged by their usefulness and beauty in
their case is connected with utility. But in the
fine arts t primary purpose of the artist is to
delight.

Thus the nature of the arts is determind

by their medium and the medium dominatesin

the presentation of reality. After all , all arts
ultimately give the artist's vision of reality. It is
an idealized vision and if it is successfully
communicated, it must be beautiful. It must
give the reader or the viewer a singnificant
vision of reality and a thrill of beauty. All arts
are the gifts to the word. Itis what we crave in
the human experience. Arts give meaning to
our lives and help us to understand our world.
It is an essential part of our culture because it
allows us to have a deeper understanding of
our emotions. Arts increase our self-
awareness and allow us to be open to new
ideas & experiences. So arts continue to open
our minds and our hearts. Arts can transform
our lives. When we connect with arts, we are
ultimately connecting with our inner selves.
Arts connect us to our thoughts, feelings,
perceptions and our outer realities and
experiences. Arts play an important role in the
personality development. Arts transform the
man into gentleman. Unfortunately in this age
of science and technology career & profession
based education system, arts are neglected.

R. K Narayan
is regarded as
one of the
greatest Indian writers in English. His purpose of
writing was to give aesthetic pleasure to the
readers. He never used literature as a medium
of propaganda or to teach moral principles to
society. His novels and shorts- stories are
delightful in nature.

As is the custom in the South India the
letter 'R" in his name stands for the name of the
village to which his family belonged- Rasipuram.
It is in the district of Salem. The letter 'K' stands
for the name of his father — Krishnaswami. The
full form of ' Narayan' is Narayanswami. But he
simply calls himself'Narayan'. Though his family
originally belonged to Rasipuram, the family had
shifted to Madras. Later the family moved to
Mysore in Karnataka. He was born in 1906 in
Mysore.

R. K. Narayan was not an intelligent
student. He failed both in high school and
intermediate examination. These failures at
school and collage had made him shy, reserve
minded and an introvert person. Later he
graduated from Maharaja college, Mysore in
1930. First he worked for some time as a clerk in
the Mysore Secretariet, and then as a teacher in
a village school. But both these professions did
not suit him. His ambition had always been to
become a writer. So only after a month, he gave
up this job as a school teacher, and decided to
devote all his time to writing. As he tells us he
decided not to sell himself for salary but simply
to write Novels and live off the joint family
system. In those days, it was unthinkable that an
Indian could become a successful writer in
English. Even his father did not like the idea of
becoming a writer. But Narayan went ahead with
great confidence and soon achieved great
success as a novelist and short-story writer.

As a novelist R.K. Narayan was fast
becoming a success. His three novels 'Swami
and Friends' (1935), 'The Bachelor of
Arts'(1937) and 'The Dark Room'(1938) enjoyed
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R. K. Narayan

wide popularity and brought him money as well
as fame. His next novel, 'The English Teacher'
was published in 1945, and since then novels
have flowed from his pen in quick succession. It
included 'Mr. Sampath’, 'The Financial Expert',
'Waiting for Mahatma', 'Lawley Road', 'The
Guide', 'The Man-Eater of Malgudi', "The Vendor
af Sweets'. His novel 'The Guide' received the
Sahitya Academy Award for the year 1960. The
hindi film 'The Guide' was based on this novel.
R.K. Narayan was awarded 'Padma Bhushan',
the civilian award in 1964. The University of
Leads confered on him the honorary D.Litt in
1967. He has been included in the 'Writers and
their Works' series published by British Council.
He is the only Indian writer to have achieved this
distinction. He visited U.S.A. in 1956, on an
invitation from Rockfeller Foundation. In
America, Narayan is regarded next only to
Falkner and Graham Greene. R.K. Narayan is
the rare example of pure artist, one who unites
for the sake of artonly.

Malgudi, the village of all the novels of
Narayan, is a metaphor for India. It is a typical
south-Indian town, and it has been presented in
his works vividly and realistically. All his ten
novels and most of the short-stories are set in
Malgudi. Various readers and critics have
attempted to identify the original location of this
mythical town. K. Srinivas lyengar speculates
that it might be 'lalgudi’' on the bank of the river
Kaveri of Yadgiri in Mysore. Others are of the
opinion that 'Malgudi' is nothing but '‘Coimbatore'
which has many of the landmarks, described by
the writer. But all efforts to identify Malgudi have
remained useless because it is a pure
countryside of the mind and any particular town
which really exists on the map of India. Malgudi
is the real hero of all novels and many short-
stories. Itis the symbol of India and Indian life.
