Nature ! we are surrounded & embraced
by her : powerless to separate ourselves from her
& powerless to penetrate beyond her.

At its root. conservation is all about nature
& the ways people interact with it. From a
conservation perspective, some ways, by using
nature, are acceptable & some are not. How do
we tell which is which ? we can ask this question in
other ways. Where is the line between using land
& abusing it? or if conservation succeeded, How
he would success look like, in terms of nature
itself?

Currently, there is no consensus answer
to these questions, not among society generally,
nor among Conservationists. Indeed, these
questions are not asked very often & are not
asked in ways that keep these ..
questions separate from the =
many other questions that
conser-vationists find
important

As posed, our
questions are designed
expressly to focus attention on
the core ends or aims of
conservation. Having to do
with the physical condition of
nature, everything else about
conservation. In our view is
secondary, to the achivement
of these ends. Conservation is
about living right in relation to
~ lond & waters. If we do not get that relation right,

judged in terms of our effects on nature itself,
~ conservation has failed. Conservation might also
be about other things-about living right with one
another for instance, or living right with future
generations. But it is First & foremost about the
direct human nature link. IF we get that wrong, we
can never declare success

The main reason why we do not like the
concept of Sustainability because we cannot
extract from it, A clear answer to our questions
about humans & nature, we cannot find in it a
clear test for distinguishing land use from land
abuse. A sound answer to our questions
necessarily must be phrased in term of nature
itself. It can be phrased in terms of how nature

functions Collectively in a given place over time; it
could be phrased in terms of the variety of life
forms that inhabit the place, it can be phrased in
terms of the aesthetic appearance of nature; or it
could include all three of these interconnected
categories. Any sound goal, through, needs to be
phrased in this manner. If it is to focus attention
where it needs to be focused on physical nature
itself & how well it is holding up under human use

Three further points might clarify our
claims The first has to do with the ways people
live on land & why, in our view, it is not productive
Conservation's overall goals in frame of human
behavior people around the world. embrace
varied ideas abow the good life.

It is not the job of conservation, surely to

tell people precisely how to live. To the extent that
alternative modes of living natures physical
Condition in line with the stated goal, then people,
can have reasonable Freedom to select among
these modes.

Second there are the issues of morality &
mental state again, it is tempting to say that
conservation ultimately is about embracing to a
particular line of ethical reasoning, or a particular
world view. It is a temptation that needs resisting,
as important as morality is like the attempt to
frame a conservation goal in terms of how human
live morality & mental state raise intermediate
issues that are best set aside at this final stage of
which is entirely about the physiccu condition of
nature. In the sense that they comfort with the
overcall good, they can be free to select their own




moral views & mental State.

Third there are messy questions about
diagnoses & remedies for land abuse. Why do we
misuse nature, & how do things need to change to
rectify ourerrors?

What s artifical intelligence?

Here the term artificial intelligence (Al)
and you might think of self driving cors, robots
chat GPT, or other Al chat bots and artificially
created images. But it's also important to look
behind the outputs of Al & understand how the
technology works & its impacts for this & future
generations.

Al is a concept that has been around
formally, Since the 1950. When itwas defined as a
machine's ability to perform a task that would've
previously required human intelligence. This is
quite a broad defination & one that has been
modified over decades of research and
technological advancements.

ANI might often be referred general
intelligence, but some examples of the power of
narrow Al include the above voice assistants &
also image recognition systems, technologies
that respond to simple customer service requests
&tools that flag in appro pirate content online.

Chat GPT is an example of ANI as it is
programmed to perform a specific task which is to
generate text response to the promptsitis given.
General Al:

Artificial general intelligence (AGI), also
known as storng Al is still a hypothetical concept
as it inrolres a machine understanding &
performing vastly different tasks based on its
accumulated experience. This type of intelligence
is more on the level of human intellect as AGI
Systems would be abel to reson & think like a
human.

Like human Al would potentially able to
understand any intellectual task, think abstractly,
learn form its experience and use that knowledge
to solve new Problems. Essentially we're talking
about a systems or machine capable of common
sense which is currantly not achievable with any
form of available Al.

Developing a system with its own
consciousness is still, presumable a fair way in
the distance, but it is the ultimate goal in Al
research.

SuperAl

Artificial super intelligence (ASI) is a
system that wouldn't only rock humankind to its
core, but could also destroy it. If that sounds
straight out of a science fiction novel, it's because
it kind of is AST is a systems where the
intelligence of a machine suppresses all forms of




human intelligence, in all aspects and out

performs humans in every function
Also : How can generative Al improve the
customer experience?

An intelligent system that can learn &
continuously improve it self is still a hypothetical
concept.

What are large language models?

One of the most renowned types of Af right
now are lange language models (LLM). These
models use unsupervised machine learning & are
trained on massive amounts of text to learn how
human language works. These texts include
articles books websites & more.

In the training process. LLMS process
billions of words & phrases to learn patterns &
relationships between them making the models
able to generate human like answer to prompts.

The most popular LLM is GPT 3.5 on
which chat GPT is based & the largest LLM is
GPT-4. Bond uses LaMDA, a LLM developed by
google which is the Second-largest LLM.

What is deep leavining?

Part of the machine - learing family, deep
part of learing involves training artificial neutral
networks with three or more layers to perform
different tasks. These neutral networks are
expanded into Sprawling networks with a large
number of deep layers that are trained using
massive amount’s of Data.

Deep leasing models tends to have more
than three layers & can have hundreds of layers. It
can use supervised or unsupervised learing or a
Combination of both in the training process.

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THE STORY OF THE GREAT SCIENTIST
SIR ISAAC NEWTON

Born in 1642 the years of Galileo's death.
Newton made the crucial advances needed to
complete our understanding of motion. He also
made major contributions to optics and
Mathematics.

Newton was a thin frail baby and was
raised by his grandmother after his Widow mother
Remarried when he was 2 year old. His difficult
childhood may have contributed to his later
psychotic" tendencies. Throughout his brilliant
career, he was extremely anxious when work was
published and irrationally violent when -evere his
ideas were challenged. He suffered at least two
nervous break downs.

As an undergraduate at cambridge,
Newton Soon mastered the literature of Science
and Mathematic and began to enter unexplored
regions. He formulated the binomial theorem and
basic concept of calculus. During this period and
years immediately following he also began to do
research on optics and on planetary motion. He
deduced that the force on a planet due to the sun
must vary as 1/r2 Some after 20 years later, he

would extend this idea to the Universal law of
gravitation.

Although Newton's work was known only
to a limited circle because of his reluctance to
publish his research, he was appointed as a
professor in cambridge. in 1669. He developed
the first reflecting telescope in order to circumvent
the distortions inherent in lenses. when this
telescope received an enthusiastic reception
form Royal Society of London, he was
encouraged to present his other research in
optics to the Society in 1672. Robert Hook, the
leading authority on optics, disagreed with Some
of Newton's ideas. This led to bitter disputes, with
Newton finally with drawing into isolation for some
years.

Newton's greatest achievements were his
advances in mechanics. Although many of his
results were obtain quite early in his career, he did
not presed his theory of planetary motion until he
was urged to do so in 1684 by Edmond Halley as
astronomerwho had heard of Newton's work.
